Fire Department Report – The Village has a credit in the amount of $122.25 at Chapel Lumber. 
Commissioner Coles asks the board what the procedure is for paying fire department bills. The board advises him that fire department bills cannot be paid until approved by the Village Board at the monthly meeting. 

The board asks the clerk to call Curtis Bush Overhead Door to inquire about servicing the overhead doors at the fire department. 
The mayor states that the Village received a report from PSI Inc. stating that they are advising the village board that they are not recommending building at 147 Main Street for at least another 6 months. 

Trustee Hurd states that he should be available to move the fire trucks the last Thursday of the month for the mobile food tuck. Only village employees and active members of the fire department are permitted to move the fire trucks. 

Commissioner Coles asks the board what the policy is on clients of the mobile food using the fire department club room. The board states that the clients should not be “hanging out” in the club room. Tanya Temple states that there is a volunteer in the club room at all times during the food distribution. She further states that the food cannot be distributed until 12:40pm. 
Commissioner Coles states that the supplies that the village ordered for the fire department (toilet paper, hand soap, paper towels) are being stored in the workout room so that they are easily accessible. 

Commissioner Coles informs the board that the brush truck is listed as out of service. There are no problems with the actual truck but the skid unit is not working. He is getting estimates to fix or replace the skid unit. He reminds the board that the brush truck is 28 years old, one engine is 24 years old and the tanker is 19 years old. He also informs the board that the majority of the turnout gear is going to be 10 years old in 2017 and will need to be replaced. There are currently 28 active firefighters.
