Fire Department Report –

Commissioner Coles states that a member of the State Police is interested in leasing the old fire department for a softball team to practice. He is to set up a meeting with the interested party and the Village Board. 

Mayor Coles is to call Chris Doane to inquire about the possibility of the town plowing the new fire department. 

Commissioner Coles inquires about the possibility of putting large boulders along the north side driveway at the new fire department. Mayor Coles states that the Village owns jersey barriers and that they may be moved up there.

Mayor Coles explains that the issue with the lights in the truck room may be due to the fact that the sensors are so high up on the ceiling that they are not detecting movement therefore not activating the lights. 

Trustee Hurd questions why the firefighters moved the air compressor and hose dryer without the Village Board being informed. He also questions why the door width on the food pantry was changed and who wired the lights. 

Commissioner Coles explains that Sullivan Trail Construction donated manpower and equipment to move the air compressor and hose dryer. The Village Board informs Commissioner Coles that the fire department needs to let the Village Board know ahead of time in the future.
